in conversation . . .with Reverend Eric

Happy Golden Anniversary, UUCiL!!
Congratulations everyone, fifty years is quite an achievement. For half a century now, people have gathered in the name of
this community because they wanted more to life and discovered that coming together to learn, share, and help raise one
another’s children brought a sense of fulfillment they hadn’t found elsewhere.
In many ways we do religious community differently than other faith traditions. Because we are a non-creedal religion, what
each of us may believe (about God or any scriptures, for example) matters less to us than how we approach one another and
the challenges of life. It is not just about each of our individual relationships with the sacred. (Indeed such language is, at best,
problematically vague to many of us.)
For us the goal is in coming together to learn, grow and celebrate all that life has to offer. When we, as Robert Fulghum used
to say, play well with others, we find an intrinsic reward.
When I was in seminary, my theology instructor told me about watching a work crew make improvements to the street outside
his house. (One can image that the noise they were creating made study difficult, so why not go out and watch for a while?)
Expecting another irritated homeowner, the crew boss came over to assure him they’d be done soon. But that was not the
response he discovered.

“Oh no,” the theologian replied, “I’ve been looking forward to the city getting that fixed for a while now. I’ll tell
you something, though, you’ve got a great team there.”
“They do work hard, don’t they?”
“Work? They’re not working. Look closer, they’re dancing. What you’ve got here is a ballet.”

Now that may sound like overly flowery language to you. But I’d ask you to think back to a time you were part of a team, in
sports, business, or any other venture. When things were clicking, didn’t it feel a bit like a dance you were part of?
Good work with good co-workers brings out best in us. And what had been work can become a dance.
I thought of that, and my instructor’s story, time and time again last month with our youth in New Orleans. Working to help
rebuild after the Hurricanes certainly did bring out the best in us, and I dare say it brought out the best in the congregation as
well, as so many were so generous in helping us make the relief project a reality.
After my column last month I received an email from a member of our community who had recently returned from an
overseas relief project lead by a Christian group. She was nervous about it, but it turned out to be a fabulous experience for
her. These were not Christians only in name, these were Christians in deed.

Livermore Youth Aid Recovery Efforts by Sonya Sukalski

Unitarian Universalist youth in Livermore have just returned from New Orleans. Nine high school aged students and six adults:
Eric Meter, Gavin Herr, Judith Herr, Monty Herr, Sonya Sukalski, Mitch Sukalski, Cheyenne Sukalski, Sierra Sukalski, Wendy
Mason, Mary Mason, Taylor Pedersen, Molly Harcourt, Adriane Harcourt, Brandon Thomas, and Joey Youngblood, spent spring
break demolishing houses, pulling ruined electrical wiring, finishing sheet rock, and putting up siding in the devastated area of
Plaquemines Parish where Hurricanes Katrina and Rita first hit land in Louisiana in the Fall of 2005. While the French Quarter
was full of great music and celebration during their annual French Quarter Festival, in much of the surrounding area there remains
much to remove and repair. "I thought people on the Gulf Coast had recovered from the hurricanes," remarked Cheyenne Sukalski,
"but there is still so much loss and so much recovery that still needs to happen."
In the picture, taken by Phoenix Pastor Tyrone Edwards of the
Zion Travelers Cooperative Center, the group sets off for
demolishing a house just yards from an earthen levy that wasn't
high enough to keep out the 18 foot storm surge. "I want a picture
of all these white people in their white clothes actually coming to
help," said Edwards, "it wasn't that long ago when white people
all dressed in white road through town with other intentions."
The group from the Unitarian Universalist Church in Livermore
stayed in improvised dorms at the First UU Church in New
Orleans (FUUCNO) which suffered from 5 feet of water during
the flooding and is just starting to get the building repaired. The
FUUCNO has lost many members who have moved away, or not
found adequate housing to move back, and is meeting across the
street at the Presbyterian Church while restoration work
continues. While the accommodations were spartan, they were
much more than many people have who live in FDMA trailer
parks. Rebuilding even a small part of New Orleans will take a
few more years at least.

The Ira Stein Jazz Trio, May 19, 7:30 pm
Featuring Ira Stein Trio on piano, Joseph Hébert on cello, and Dann Zinn on soprano saxophone, the trio
performs exciting improvisations on the music of J.S. Bach (1685-1750), along with their original chamber jazz
compositions. The Bach Improvisations usually start by playing the music exactly as originally written,
diverging into new material based on the chords or melodies of the Bach, and often returning to the written
music of Bach, creating an effect of a voyage from the early 1700’s to the present, then back again. The elegant
and highly melodic sound of this trio combines the nuances and subtleties of classical music with the explosive
energy and live interplay of jazz.
All three musicians have extensive backgrounds in both jazz and classical music. Ira Stein, pianist/composer
signed his first recording contract before the age of 20. He has recorded duet albums with oboist Russel Walder
and toured extensively. In 1991 he formed the trio, which has released three albums, among them the Bach
Improvisations, which was recorded live in concert at Yoshi's, the internationally known jazz club in Oakland
CA. He is also the principal accompanist at the Catholic Churches in Pleasanton.
On soprano saxophone is Dann Zinn whose professional credits include performances with Freddie Hubbard,
Toshiko Akiyosho, and Joe Henderson. He has received top prizes at major music festivals. He is also a
Professor of Music at UC Berkeley and at Cal State East Bay.
On cello is Joseph Hébert, an accomplished and versatile musician who has played with such artists as Leontyne
Price, Carlos Santana, Stevie Wonder, and Natalie Cole, and has appeared with several major symphony
orchestras. He is currently co-principal cellist with the Oakland East Bay Symphony. In addition, Joseph is the
Music Director at St. Augustine and St. Elizabeth-Seton Catholic Churches in Pleasanton.
Recordings from live performance at Yoshi’s and studio works will be available for sale. Suggested donation is
$12 each. Children under age 17 will be admitted free. This is a fund raiser performance and is open to the
public, so spread the word and invite all your friends.
