One of the most important influences in my
adult life has been Jacob Needleman. As an
undergraduate in Philosophy, I was told I
had to take a course in religion. Reluctantly,
I signed up for a course on the New
Testament taught by Professor Needleman.

I was changed
by his teaching, and probably would not
have eventually decided to become a minister
if I had not experienced the depth and
breadth of what is possible when pursuing
knowledge that is based on what is truly
religious. I went back for more. The
university decided that my major was actually
Philosophy and Religion by the time I
graduated.

Jacob Needleman's name may be familiar to
you. He has written many books. His
teachings show up in my sermons. Time and
the Soul, Money and the Meaning of Life, The Soul
of America and Why Can't We Be Good? are a
few of his more recent books. He is also a
regular contributor to the journal called
Parabola and is interviewed frequently on
public radio. An interview with Bill Moyers
can probably be found on the Internet.

We have kept in touch over the years. He is
one of those remarkable human beings who
makes you feel intelligent, accepted for who
you are without judgment and worthy of his
time and attention. I hope that, during my
tenure at UUCiL, Jacob Needleman will be
able to find the time to come and visit with
us, offering a sermon and a time to just be
together and talk. He said he was open to
this possibility.

Who has inspired you? Do you stay in touch
with this person if that is possible? Do you
let them know how important they are to
you? Or, do you assume that they are so
well known and accomplished that you
shouldn't bother them? Hey, bother them!
Tell them how much you appreciate them
and what a positive difference they made in
your life. Chances are, they will be glad to
hear from you and will respond. Tell me
about them, and perhaps we will build a
sermon together about someone who has
changed your life.

Have a good, satisfying, relaxed, not too
many calories holiday season. Send a real
card with a stamp to people you care about,
including those who have changed your life
for the better. I am going to send a card to
President Elect Obama asking him to send
me to work in the American Embassy in
Istanbul.

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President’s Column
Social Activism
I have received enquiries regarding the
church taking a position on ethical/moral
issues. Our ByLaws are clear on this point –
we need a membership vote and a 2/3rds
majority before the church can take such a
stand. This does not mean that we
discourage social activism. In fact, we have
had discussions at the Board about how to
increase our involvement. However, it does
mean that any efforts in this area need to be
consistent with the proper use of the
democratic process.

One area where we have taken a clear vote is
in deciding to be welcoming to the LGBT
community. For those who are new to the
church, we went through a process a few
years ago which culminated in a vote to
become a welcoming congregation. It is in
this context that the work that our members
did on opposing Proposition 8 must be
viewed. I am very proud of the work that
our members carried out in support of
marriage equality. It is a clear statement of
the values that we hold as a congregation –
after all, if a congregation is afraid to speak
out on matters that are important to us, what
is our mission?

To summarize, we encourage members to
engage in social activism, but for the
congregation as a whole to take a stand
requires a process of discussion followed by
a vote.

Disruptive Behavior Policy
Openness to diversity is one of the prime
values held by our congregation and
expressed in the values of who we are as
Unitarian Universalists. To achieve this
openness, our congregation must maintain a
secure atmosphere. Concern for the
congregation as a whole must be given
priority over the privileges and inclusion of
the individual.

Consequently, the Board has written and
adopted a policy to address behavior that
may threaten the emotional and/or physical
security of our members and friends. This
policy will be posted on the bulletin board at
the back of the sanctuary and is available
from any Board member upon request.

This is the only course offered that
carries this request.
