The Waver

One of Rumi's poems has a line that says
"Don't go back to sleep." He goes on to say
that spirits are crossing back and forth across
the threshold. As All Hallow's Eve draws
near, the thought of being close to those
who have died is comforting. Some cultures
treat this holiday as a sacred time. Altars are
made in honor of the ancestors and food is
specially prepared for them. All Souls' Day

in Mexico will be on November 2° this year.

Thinking about everyone who has passed
beyond what some believe to be the thin veil
between the living and the dead is a good
reminder of just how fragile life is. I learned
early-on that there were no guarantees from
one time to another that the person I was
saying good- bye to would be around to visit
again. So I began following a practice that
was also my mother's and her mother's
before her — and that is waving, waving,
waving until the person who was parting
wasout of sight.

When my mother was very ill in Santa Cruz,
my sister and I drove down to see her. It
was clear to us that she was going to be with
us for avery short time. As we drove away
from her house, she came out on the porch
and started waving good-bye. The final
good-bye. My sister and I knew that we
would never see her again. I waved and
waved until not even the tiniest part of her
or her home could be seen.

We don't often know when a visit will be the
last one, so giving every time we are together
our fullest attention and presence is a
worthy and meaningful practice. Waving is

one expression of gratitude and appreciation
for others — there are lots of other
expressions. My partner puts notes in my
lugeage when I'm not looking, so when I
reach my destination I feel a connection to
him. I hear from some of you who are with
a spouse who travels a lot that you talk on
the phone every day. That call takes priority
over just about everything else. Traveling
far or just to Trader Joe's — part with care
and stay connected somehow.

This is the time of year for more inward
reflection, more openness to getting in touch
with our deepest feelings. Daylight Savings
Time willend around November 2.
Remembrance Day will be on November 11
in Canada  (our Veterans Day) and
Thanksgiving is on November 27. All these
as well as observances practiced by other
religions in other cultures during this time of
year, invite introspection.

Class update: All of our classes are filled with lots of great UU Children and Youth!

The 3td through 5th graders are currently studying the curriculum, A Growing Up Year, by
Margaret K. Gooding. The fall sessions examine the children's perception of the wotld, their
self-awareness, and their interactions with others. Art, drama, poetry, games and other activities
are used to focus attention on the main topic and to stimulate discussion.

The younger, k-2 grade class is working from Spirit of Adventure. They are learning about a
different Unitarian, Universalist, or UU every week. Last week, they had a visitor, one of the
moms who is also a doctor, and she talked about what it is like to be a doctor.

The middle school group averages between 10 and 13 youth weekly. We had a great time
making & eating a 6 foot long sundae in October. We had many varieties of toppings. This
group is working from A Questing Year, & this past week they tried several different things that
might make them feel spiritual: they meditated, chanted & did a walking meditation. The
middle school group will have a social night coming up on Saturday, November 1%, It is “Scary
Stories Night” Come at 7; we’ll have some spooky snacks and tell spooky stories by flashlight.

The High School group had an active game of “family feud” this past Sunday. Categories
ranged from the 7 principles to the most popular ice cream flavors. The High school group has a
planned evening out for a VERY SCARY haunted house visit at the very end of October.

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?Our Whole Lives” Trainees Wanted

The Religious program at UUCIL is seeking adults interested in helping our congregation through
training for the “Our Whole Lives” Program at the Jr .High and Sr. High Level. The denomination
recommends that for the “later” programs (79" Grade and Senior High), the youth be mentored
by someone other than their parents. There are many reasons for this, of course. The biggest
reason is that when you are in this class working with youth other than your own children, you
become an asset for that youth group, someone they can come to as a trusted source of information.
It is important for all of us that our voices, as parents, are not the only voices our children and youth
hear regarding sexuality education.

UUCIL is a wonderfully supportive congregation when it comes to the “Our Whole Lives”
programs. We have a separate budget line for itl We cover the costs for volunteer mentors to take
the training. What we need now is YOU! We will need to do 2 “Our Whole Lives” sessions next
year: one for Senior High and one for the 779" oraders. We need 2 people, a male and a female,
who are willing to train in the OWL curriculum for this age group.

The 7™-9" grade component to the OWL program is critical & lengthy. The class is over 20 sessions
long & gives our youth a comprehensive sexuality education, covering everything from anatomy to
relationships & STDs, abstinence & reproductive choices.

I urge you to consider taking this training if you have children or youth who have already graduated
from high school, or children who are on the younger end of the spectrum (elementary-aged). The
issue that we have for this next year is that almost everyone who is OWL-trained for these 2 groups,
will have youth in these 2 groups, so we really want to find some other adults who are willing to
become mentors. Mentoring these age groups is a very rewarding experience. You will forge bonds
with our youth and you will become a key person in their lives as they learn and grow.

The trainings involve a full weekend, starting Friday night and ending on Sunday afternoon. They
are interesting, educational and will help you become the mentor that we need. Please think about it!

Opportunities to Learn and
Grow Spiritually Together

Each of the adult religious offerings is an opportunity to get to know each other better, to learn
together and to grow spiritually. You can also view a demonstration of how the UU History
Online course works by going to www.pacificuu.org. The on line course begins in February.

Building Your Own Theology. We, as UU’s are responsible for building our own theologies.
Since we have no dogma or creed, it is essential that we learn to articulate our values, history &
practices — based on our own understandings. Too many of us define who we are by what we are
not. This offering can be tailored to meet over several weeks or longer, depending on the interest
and the schedules of the participants.

Evensong. This is a group of twelve or less that meets once a week to deepen understanding of
our spirituality, our ability to be fully present & listen to one another — or sit in stillness together.
There would be 6 sessions initially, but many groups continue beyond this.

Dream Work would be a group of twelve or so, meeting once a week. Everyone keeps a dream
journal and each time the group meets two or three dreams are worked on by the entire group. A
oreat deal of respect is given to the person sharing their dream, so the projections of others do
not impinge upon what might bring that “Aha” moment that carries new understanding for the
dreamer. Jeremy Taylor is available if the group meets during the day. He is the author of several
books on the subject, and is known throughout the country for his expertise and broad
knowledge. If the group meets in the evening, Rev. Forsey will facilitate.

Become a Worship Associate. Learn more about how to become a worship associate will be led
by Rev. Forsey. We will meet once a week in the evening. Subjects such as how to create
meaningful liturgy, the history of why we worship as we do, the difference between performance
and worship, understanding the various styles of preaching and other subjects will be reviewed. It
is hoped that more members of UUCIL will become Worship Associates.
