History as we know it is mostly
written by the victors. Who is
missing, and how can we find
them and make them visible?
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Greetings from Reverend Alicia

Today was the one Sunday that I am not
delivering a sermon at UUCIL this month,
so I stayed home and worked on my book,
which is due to the publisher by December
31. Taking breaks from the book in order
to water the birch trees in the yard, do the
laundry, feed the fish and visit Paris, our
African Green Singing finch made for a
pleasant day. Paris used to have a pal --
another African Green Singing finch named
Orion. Together they carried on with
heartbreakingly beautiful arias. When Orion
died we could not replace him because it had
become illegal to import African Green
Singing finches into the United States. I did
see one for sale when I was working in
British Columbia, but I couldn't figure out
how to get him over the border. It was
suggested to me by the salesperson at the
store where Morris and I first bought the
pair that I could have painted the bird all
yellow and declared him a canary. Why
didn't I think of that?

Yesterday Paris broke into song and I was
reminded of how things used to be. He has
been alone for a long time. Morris and I
have put mirrors up so he sees another bird,
and have a couple of plastic birds that sing
(battery operated) but it just is not the real
thing.

I was about five feet away from a woman in
a store recently. She was elegantly dressed,
and everyone in the store seemed thrilled to
see her. She spoke to a clerk, and I
recognized her voice. Her voice is the
human equivalent of our Paris. Open,
loving, gracious, joy-filled, accepting and
more, if you can imagine a sound going with
these qualities. I did not want to intrude, but

I came home and called my son who is a
sound engineer. He has done extensive
work in adding the voice of actors and other
well-known individuals to films. I described
to him in detail the qualities of the voice I
heard in the store, and he immediately said
"That was Maya Angelou." YES! It was
Maya Angelou, the author of I Know Why The
Caged Bird Sings, and many other works.
Although the seriousness of what Maya
Angelou conveys in this book is far greater
than anything I can say in one Newsletter
piece, and I am not making any comparison
between my concerns and the enormous
pain suffered by anyone who has
experienced racism and worse, I knew at
once that I was both protecting Paris and
keeping him in a cage -- and it was right that
importing them had been made illegal. He,
and Orion in his day, should have been
where they naturally belonged, free to do the
things that birds naturally do. I owe much
to these finches I have loved, but I have
harmed them too. Morris and I have treated
them the best we know how to do, but still -
- we promoted the captive state of other
African Green Singings finches by
purchasing them in the first place.

Not many things are plain and simple. I
have been with you for only a little over a
month, but I see that some of you are caught
in life situations that you would change if
you could, but for now can only preserver
because ceasing to continue would cause
more harm than continuing. I could open
the window and let Paris fly away, but he
would not survive. I wish I could tell you in
the voice of Maya Angelou that yes, we all
have difficulties, but we also have the
capacity for love, joy and appreciation of
beauty.

However, the committees report
directly to a separate organization, the
Program Council, whose charter is Program
Coordination. The Vice President of the
Board –currently, Elona Pertica, chairs the
Program Council. Every member of the
Board has a portfolio of committees that
they are responsible for –they are listed on
pages 4-5 of the Directory under
“Committee Clusters.”As a committee chair,
your first point of contact with the Board
should be your Board liaison.

Finally, I would like to take the opportunity
to thank Rich Partida, Director of Religious
Education, who is leaving us in October.
Rich & the RE committee have worked
together to build our very successful RE
program and we’ll definitely miss him. I’d
specially like to note the role Rich played in
reviving our high school group. That group
has now outgrown their room & will be
using the Tot Green room during Sunday
Service. This means adult groups won’t be
able to use this room from 10:15 to 12:00. If
there are special cases that require the use of
this room by adults please contact Elona.

Thank you for being part of our
lives this past 1 ½ years. We wish you and your family the very best.

We, as UUs, are responsible for building our own theologies. Since
we have no dogma or creed, it is essential that we learn to articulate
our values, history & practices -- based on our own understandings.
Too many of us define who we are by what we are not. This offering
can be tailored to meet over several weeks or longer, depending on
the interest and the schedules of the participants.

Evensong is a group of twelve or less that meets once a week to
deepen understanding of our spirituality, our ability to be fully
present & listen to one another--or sit in stillness together.

Dream Work would be a group of twelve or so, meeting once a
week. Everyone keeps a dream journal and each time the group
meets two or three dreams are worked on by the entire group. A
great deal of respect is given to the person sharing their dream, so the
projections of others do not impinge upon what might bring that "Ah
- Ha" moment that carries new understanding for the dreamer.
Jeremy Taylor is available if the group meets during the day. He is the
author of several books on the subject, and is known throughout the
country for his expertise and broad knowledge. If the group meets in
the evening, Rev. Forsey will facilitate.

Learning more about how to become a Worship Associate will be led
by Rev. Forsey. We will meet once a week in the evening. Subjects
such as how to create meaningful liturgy, the history of why we
worship as we do, the difference between performance and worship,
understanding the various styles of preaching and other subjects will
be reviewed.
