victims need.

Victim advocacy from the prosecution
perspective has existed for many years;

The work attempts to reduce further
trauma victims’ families may encounter
due to the adversarial nature of our
justice system, the natural suspicion
victims’ families feel toward defense
lawyers,& recognizes there’s information
only the defense possesses that can be
beneficial in the healing process.

There was a time when I did not care to take
in the beauty of a sunset because I thought it
too transient to register as a keepsake for my
memory.

The Sunday before last at church, we played
volleyball. I had not held a volleyball for
over twenty years. I could not move as I
once could, nor could I deliver my famous
killer serve. My first response was to think
that I would practice until I was back to my
old self. As I thought more about it, I
reminded myself that everything in time --
me, the sunset, the friends I have lost over
the last few years, everything is transient.

Everything is comparable to a sunset. We come
into being, we bloom into fullness, we change
constantly until we disappear over the horizon.
The last light of the sunset is just as beautiful as
the first, it just goes on to another place where
we can no longer see it. Sure, I might practice

volleyball so that I can play a good game before
I leave UUCIL, but I will play a good game with
