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Ministerõs Corner: 
óItõs So Easy to Make a Differenceó  
I was reading CNNõs website not long ago, and 
two stories caught my attention. One was about 
a woman who lost her job, and then won three 
jackpots in a row. On Friday the 13th(!), she 
bought a Powerball ticket, played a slot machine, 
and used a scratch-off ticket. She won all three 
of them, with amounts that totaled over $50,000. 
  
The other story was about two people who lost 
their jobs in the economic downturn. Desperate, 
they posted an ad on the Internet site Craigslist. 
One man received offers for jobs that were quite 
modest compared to his last career. The other 
person was offered free clothes for an 
interview. These small offers changed their 
situation drastically, and gave them a connection 
with complete strangers they had never met. 
 
I like the second story better. It's not as 
glamorous as the first. But the idea that we can 
turn to others when we are in need is far more 
powerful. It tells us that we are not alone, even 
in our loneliest of times. Unlike luck, that is 
something that we can hold on to.  
 
The fact that many have lost their incomes and 
livelihoods is particularly noticeable right now. 
TriValley Haven supports many families through 
the holiday season with food and gifts. Melissa 
Hodous, UUCiL member and president of 
TriValley Haven, said that the need from local 
families has only grown this year. 
 
Our churchõs social justice program is partnering 
with Tri-Valley Haven this holiday season. We 
have a large bin for holiday gift contributions in 
the sanctuary. Gifts (and gift cards) for older 
youth and adults are especially needed. There is 
also an envelope for grocery-store gift cards so 
that families will be able to have a holiday meal 
this year.  

 

 
Not everyone is lucky enough to scratch off a 
lottery ticket that will solve all problems. Many 
people are not even lucky enough to have money 
for gifts and food this holiday season. But we 
can make a choice to change that. This holiday 
season, I am issuing a personal invitation to 
every member of UUCiL to buy a gift or a gift 
card for the Haven. We can make a difference, if 
we choose to.

Sunday, March 7, 2010 at 3 pmñsave this date for Rev. Lucas Hergertõs installation service. A 
catered reception will follow the service at the Robert Livermore Community Center on East 
Avenue. Details will follow as the date grows closer. 
 
Wait a minute! I thought Lucas was ordained last summer. What’s this installation stuff all about? 
 
Ordination is different from installation. Ordination is the act of becoming a minister. It takes 
place by the call of a congregation, whether a òhomeó church before or after theological school, a 
church served as a student, or one that is special to the future minister because of some other tie. 
In contrast, an installation service recognizes a ministerõs settlement in a particular church. 
 
So why didn’t we install Lucas last fall, just as soon as he came to California? 
 
The usual practice is to hold the installation some months after the ministerõs arrival. This allows 
us to use the occasion to have other ministers attend and participate; we can also invite 
representatives from the wider community and the denomination, both lay and clerical. The 
connection of one church and minister to wider affiliations can thus be highlighted in the service. 
 
So what’s next?

UUA President Issues Statement on 
Maine Marriage Equality Defeat

following statement on November 4, 2009: 

"I am deeply disappointed by yesterdayõs vote by 
the people of Maine to withhold the right of equal 
marriage from same-sex couples. As is too often 
the case, fear and misinformation have stood in 
the way of justice. 

"Unitarian Universalists and other people of faith 
across America remain firmly committed to 
equality, and we will not be deterred from working 
for a better future for same-sex couples and their 
families. Guided by our religious commitments to 
justice and compassion, supporters of marriage 
equality will continue to stand on the side of 
love."

How Your Gift to UUSC Translates into Human Rights Advances 
 
Your generous Guest at Your Table gift is unrestricted, which means that UUSC will use it where 
the need is greatest. The following list illustrates the many ways in which UUSC translates our 
donors' support into tangible projects to advance human rights and social justice around the world.  
Please grab an extra box on the counter in the Sanctuary if you havenõt picked one up already--
these are due back December 20th. 
 
$40 and up 
Å Your gift of $30 pays for part of a multilingual brochure for Boston residents about the Color 
of Water campaign, which aims to adopt a human right to water in Boston, Mass. 
Å Your gift of $40 buys materials for a woman in Northern Uganda to make her own groundnut 
sheller. A groundnut sheller helps to reduce women's workload and generate needed income for 
families, as residents return home after more than 20 years of war. 
Å Your gift of $40 allows our partner Asia Pacific Research Network to publish a manual for 
lobbying and grassroots campaigning for efficient public water service. It also contributes to 
the campaign for water as a human right by holding governments accountable for providing 
water to the majority poor. 
Å Your gift of $65 pays for a small business loan for a displaced woman in Kenya. Kakamega 
Grassroots Initiative organizes women displaced by the 2008 electoral violence into groups of 
20 and provides them with training and small business loans. There is a very high rate of 
repayment and the first group of recipients is now on their second loan. 
Å Your gift of $66 pays for door-to-door campaigning in Soweto, South Africa, to educate people 
about their human right to water ñ as guaranteed by their constitution ñ and helps to carry out 
inspections by residents of municipal water services. 
Å Your gift of $170 purchases a month's supply of chemicals and testing strips for members of 
indigenous communities in San Marcos, Guatemala, to carry out water-quality monitoring of 
rivers downstream from the GOLDCORP mine. 
 
$200 and up 
Å A contribution of $200 buys a bicycle ambulance (a stretcher pulled by a bicycle) for a resettled 
village several miles from a health center in Northern Uganda. 
Å A contribution of $300 pays for six hours of sales, marketing, and financial management 
training for a member of the Southern Alternatives Agricultural Co-operative to help grow their 
pecan-processing business.
