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Minister’s Corner:
Developing Your Gifts for Ministry

Barbara Brown Taylor, in her book The Preaching
Life, tells the story of a young man who came
into her office during her first pastorate. He told
her that he was thinking about entering the
ministry. He launched into several idealistic
portraits about being a minister. He talked about
being admired in the pulpit, becoming a widely-
known community organizer, and transforming
people’s lives with pastoral care.

Despite all of his florid description, Taylor could
not get a sense for the real reason he wanted to
enter the ministry. And so she asked him, “What
calls you, as an individual, to the ministry?” He
thought for a moment, and then gave a short,
honest response. “I want to be able to go up to a
perfect stranger and ask how his or her day is. I
feel like I would be able to do that if I were a
minister.”

Taylor was deeply troubled by this. If we have to
wait until ordination to do ministry, then the
wortld really is in dire straits.

Luckily,  Unitarian  Universalists have a
tradition—adopted from the time of the
Reformation—called  the  priesthood and

prophethood of all. We have a long, proud
practice of members both in the pulpit and the
pews who have changed people’s lives and
changed the world. Unluckily, we do not do the
best job reminding ourselves of this tradition.
We often forget about the lay persons who have
lived our faith in the world and in our religious
communities.

Take Note!

One of the tasks I will be focusing on this year is
gift development. Fach of us has a unique gift of
ministry to share with our community and with
the world. In this issue of the Newsletter, you
will find opportunities for developing your skills
as a Worship Associate and Lay Preacher. There
will be ongoing opportunities for you to cultivate
your gifts for social justice ministry. Later in the
year I will offer a course for those who are
interested in developing skills as a Lay Pastoral
Counselor.

I tirmly believe that the scope of our ministry is
limited by our imagination alone. As one of my
ministerial colleagues put it recently, “Unitarian
Universalism is small because we choose to keep
it that way.” Our ministries and our gifts are
inconsequential only because we choose not to
cultivate them. It 1s up to us to change that.

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Ron’s Report

I’ve just finished reading the most recent edition
of our denomination’s quarterly magazine, UU
World. One article that particularly resonated
with me is an excerpt from Michael Durall’s
recent book The Almost Church Revitalized, also
mentioned by Rev. Hergert in his September 13
sermon at UUCIL. Durall’s message is that too
many UU congregations are inwardly-focused,
spending much of their time & effort (&
treasure) on their own church: its buildings &
grounds, meetings & other affairs that don’t
affect the community around them. And he
exhorts us to change, to look outward & reach
out to serve those around us. I urge you to read
this article to see where you think UUCIL stands
on the spectrum of inward vs. outward focus.

At the UUA General Assembly in Salt Lake City,
I purchased a copy of Durall’s earlier book, The
Almost Church: Redefining Unitarian Universalism For
a New Era, for all of us to read. It’s on the
bookshelf behind our Office Administrator’s
desk & I believe it’s worth your time. It’s a slim
volume that won’t take much time, but it may
have a big impact, as it did on me. His message
is consistent: if we’re not here to make a
difference in our community, why are we here?
It is a question I come around to all too often.
Our recent Social Justice work on health care
reform & water issues, in collaboration with the
UU Legislative Ministry, is a nice start toward
being an outward-focused church. I think that’s
a good thing.

Another book that came home to UUCiL from
Salt Lake City is Reverend X: How Generation X
Ministers — are  Shaping  Unitarian — Universalism.
Although our own Rev. Hergert is a bit younger
than the Gen-X ministers whose essays make up
this book, I felt it would lend some insight into
what we might expect from his ministry.

Fortunately, my guess was pretty much correct.
I appreciated reading about the deep caring that

these young ministers have for our movement &
for the churches they serve. 1 commend the
book to you; it’s in the same bookcase as The

Almost Chureh.

I believe we have embarked on a great new
journey. Let’s make the most of it.

She has invited Rev. Eric Meter to
participate, whose travel & lodging expenses will
need to be covered.

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Choir Notes

Classical Melodies in the Hymnal
By Gerald Nordley

As many of us have noted while paging through the
hymnal, several of our hymns were composed by
major composers whose names we recognize, ofr
should. Bach (who also arranged much in our hymnal),
Beethoven, and Brahms are represented with single
tunes, though said tunes often serve more than one set
of words. Mozart, Pachelbel, Purcell, Sibelius and Sir
Arthur Sullivan are in there, too. We also have
Thomas Tallis, and Josquin Lebloitte "des Prez" (a
nickname), not so well known today, but giants in their
time. Each piece has a story, and we don't have space
for all of them, but I'd like to present some of what 1
found here. Perhaps we'll have time for others
elsewhere, elsewhen.

Giovanni P. da Palestrina (1525-1594) wrote the
melody for #107 "Now Sing We of the Brave of
Old." It comes from the Gloria Patri in his Magnificat
Tertii Toni (1591). Palestrina's music was put in the
form of a Latin hymn circa 1695, which was
rearranged by Dr. W. H. Monk in 1861 and published
as "Victory," under which name it is found in many
hymnals. The alleluia is not Palestrina's. Our version
has Unitarian words, but fittingly old ones, as such
things go.

Franz Joseph Haydn (1732-18809) wrote the perhaps
nototious music adapted for #190 "Light of Ages and
Nations." In the 1790s, Haydn was in Britain and
admiring the British anthem, "God Save The King."
Austria should have such an anthem! he thought, and
after some coordination, he wrote one for Emperor
Franz. It was an instant hit. Haydn recycled this
melody for his String Quartet in C Major, Op. 76,
No.3, the "Kaiserquartett." The tune was his favorite,
and the last one he played before he died. It did
become the Austrian national anthem for a while, but
was then discarded for something else. The melody
found its way into many hymnals; I remember first
\encountering it in the Presbyterian Hymnbook as the
melody for the very Jewish-sounding "Hail, The
Glotious Golden City," which in our hymnal (#140)
uses a tune that sounds like disfigured Haydn to me.
Sadly, in 1922, postwar Germany (not yet Nazi

Germany) decided to use the orphaned anthem for its
"Deutchland, Deutchland Uber Alles." So this melody
produces mixed feelings in many people. But this is
not Hitlet's tune, it's Haydn's, and ours.

Haydn, who began composing while Bach was still
active, also composed the melody for #283, "The
Spacious Firmament on High." This hymn tune was
adapted from The Creation oratorio, 1798, which in its
orchestral form gives hints of Beethoven, Wagner, and
the romantic era to follow.

Ralph Vaughan Williams (1872-1958) is our leading
major composer contributor, in arrangements and
original contributions. These include: #17 "Every
Night and Every Morn." The melody for this was
composed for 5 Mystical Songs from George Hebert, done
in 1911. #89 "Come, My Way, My Truth, My Life,"
which is  also  from 5 Mystical  songs.
#103 "For all the Saints." This is one of our hymns
that still uses, pretty much, the original words. It was
already extant when Vaughan Williams, apparently
unhappy with the original Barnaby tune, and being
editor of the forthcoming English Hymnal, substituted
his own "sine nomine" in 1906. Most regard this as a
great improvement. #271 "Come Down, O Love
Divine," also done for the Eunglish Hymnal, 1906.

Edward K. "Duke" Ellington (1899-1974) contributes
#202 "Come Sunday" from his Black, Brown, and
Beige Suite, 1943. Is it classical? It is a very simple
piece, but so are many classical songs. Ellington is
widely accepted as a serious composer, and I've heard
his wotrk on our local classical radio station, KDFC,
more than once in recent years.

But in the next world I shan't be doing
music, with all the striving and

disappointments. 1 shall be being it.
