”YVolunteer Work for the Long Haul”

Volunteers are sometimes accused of “hit and
run” activism. They swoop in immediately after a
disaster. And then, after its novelty wears off,
they flock to another site. The area in need gets a
quick once-over, and is then left to fend for
itself.

It takes a special kind of patience to stick with a
community that isn’t one’s own. Especially years
after the event. But this is exactly what is
happening in New Otleans, and UUCIL is a part
of that effort. Nineteen of our young people and
six advisors will be in the city this month, doing
all of the hard work that is slowly rebuilding the
city.

Our youth group is teaching us something, I
think. It is a lesson about social justice work.
That justice efforts—the hard, nitty-gritty actions
that tire us and get old fast—require patience.
For compassion to flourish, we have to stick
with efforts even when much of the country has
moved on to something new.

I am proud of our youth, and their decision to
go back to New Otleans. By sticking with the
city’s renewal for the long haul, they are building
a more compassionate and just world.

on Anti-Racism
April 8 Lecture

The Rev. Thomas Starr King? Famous Unitarian
and Universalist of a century and a half ago, more
recently famous for being displaced from the
statuary in the U.S. Capitol by Ronald Reagan.
But he may be far more relevant to us today than
those bare facts suggest.

“Thomas Starr King and the Discourse of Anti-
Racism” will be explored by Dr. Glenna Matthews
in the Unitarian Universalist Historical Society’s
annual Conrad Wright Lecture. This year’s
Conrad Wright Lecture will be hosted by Starr
King School for the Ministry in Berkeley,
California, on Thursday, April 8. The lecture will
be held in the Richard S. Dinner Board Room of
the Graduate Theological Union’s Flora Lamson
Hewlett Library, 2400 Ridge Road, Berkeley, CA
94709 at 7:30 p.m. There will be a reception for
Dr. Matthews following the lecture.

Dr. Matthews, who received her Ph.D. from
Stanford, and has filled faculty positions at
Oklahoma State University, Stanford, Berkeley,
and UCLA, is a widely published author. Among
her books are “Just a Housewife”: The Rise and
Fall of Domesticity in America, The Rise of
Public Woman: Woman’s Power and Woman’s
Place, 1630-1970, American Women’s History: A
Student Companion, and Silicon Valley, Women,
and the California Dream: Gender, Class, and
Opportunity in the Twentieth Century. She has
also co-authored Introduction to United States
History and Running as a Woman: Gender and
Power in American Politics. Thomas Starr King
has been a recent subject of her research, and she
will be teaching a course on him at Starr King
School for the Ministry later this year.
