The conservative minister and former politician
Pat Robertson commented recently on the
earthquake in Haiti. The event has caused untold
damage. Children have been orphaned and much
of Haiti is without electricity, medical supplies,
and even food.

In the midst of that suffering, Robertson chose
to blame the Haitians themselves for the
earthquake. He believes that they made a pact
with the devil, and that the earthquake is one
result of that. He then went on to call the
disaster a “blessing in disguise.”

Our world needs a compassionate liberal
religious voice. We need to provide a compelling
alternative to hateful comments that degrade
people’s dignity. I don’t think that we need to
call upon the devil to explain what is happening
in Haiti. Rather, I think we can look at the
suffering there and say, hell has nothing on what
these people are going through. And then we can
stand on the side of love and compassion with
the terrible suffering.

I am so proud of our congregation. Our board
met days after the earthquake and decided to
give the February 24™ plate away to the Unitarian
Universalist Service Committee. They are of
course organizing relief efforts in the area. Our
children also collected shoes for the people in
Haiti.

What good Unitarian Universalism has done for
this cause is yet to be determined—but I know
that we have chosen to stand on the side of love
instead of fear and hate. We have chosen
compassion when others did not. Our world
needs that response now more than ever.

Often as I approach these few paragraphs I am
contemplating some problem or challenge facing
UUCIL that the Board is dealing with. This
month — well, really, for the past few months — it
is a very nice problem to have: how to deal with
the increased growth of our church and the
increasing attendance on Sundays. So many
churches are facing quite the opposite problem.

We are pretty much maxed out for the number of
chairs we can get into the sanctuary and, too
often, those who arrive just as the service is
starting aren’t able to see a seat to sit in. For those
who have been attending for a while this isn’t too
much of a problem; they know seats will open up
when the children are sung to their classes. But,
for visitors and newcomers it is difficult, because
we don’t appear to be very welcoming. Our
ushers do a good job of helping but the
appearance of being too full is known to be very
off-putting. Somehow, much to my delight and
wonder, new people still come and return again.
Our net membership has grown by more than
10% over the past 12 months.

We are quite fortunate that UUCIL members had
the foresight and means to purchase the space we
now have, especially the amount of land. Many
urban churches would love to have the space to
expand physically that we enjoy. The ‘where’ isn’t
an issue; it’s the ‘how’ and ‘when’ which occupy
the Board’s thoughts.

Fortunately our tradition is to thoroughly discuss
and debate major changes to gain valuable insights
and, ultimately, consensus on how to proceed.
The Board will be designing and assembling a
Strategic Planning process over the next few
months to gather your thoughts, hopes, priorities
and concerns about growth.  Your -earnest
participation will be very much appreciated.

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Choir Notes
oTherebs Somet hing About Wendyo

In addition to being an incredibly talented accompanist, Wendy Mason is an accomplished and versatile musician who
shares her gifts with our congregation. Wendy graciously agreed to be interviewed for this month’s newsletter and shared
the following information with us.

How old were you when yon knew you were musically inclined?

I remember being entranced by Princess Aurora's woodland singing in Disney's "Sleeping Beauty." 1 practiced her
melisma (the "Ahhh, ah HAH, ahahahahahahah" bit), studiously, at length, and with full voice, upon the blacktop at
school. I practiced until the school administration called home with complaints. That's when you might say that I
realized that I liked music, because I hated being told not to sing.

When did you have your first music lesson?

My first music lesson came shortly after the school administration called home with complaints about my singing. I was
a basically nice kid, but the kids at recess failed to revere me for being an iconoclastic eccentric, and this
misunderstanding caused me to pen moody poetry and cry a lot. Part of my mother's rationale for enrolling me in voice
lessons was that if I was going to scream high notes in public that I might as well know what I was doing. My mother
talked to the school band teacher, and she directed us to voice teacher Marie Cochran. 1 first met Marie when I was nine.

Which came first, voice or piano?
Marie was a voice teacher. She, kindly and enthusiastically, listened to me sing. Then told me that she strongly
recommended that I take piano lessons in order to train my ear. That's when I met my first piano teacher.

Do you play any other instruments?
Not really. Maybe in a couple of years I'll be good enough at playing classical guitar to play a song or two at church.

Can you tell us about your musical education? (i.e. private lessons, high school, college, continuing education)

I stayed with Marie Cochran for many years, learning how to sing with confidence. I also began, at age eleven, singing in
choir after choir. I flitted from piano teacher to piano teacher. At age fifteen, I began singing in Jim Heinet's jazz choirs
at Las Positas College. At age seventeen, I learned to play a bit of jazz piano so I could play for the Las Positas College
jazz band. All this while, the important stuff was happening: choir members would recognize me as someone who could
play the piano, so I became the girl people went to to create tapes of their part, and the accompanists of these choirs
would ask me to play duets with them.

I developed my love of choirs--and my love of playing for choirs--during this time. When I was eighteen, I went to a
vocational technical school for music in Iowa. I learned a world of music, mostly in the jazz tradition. I came home three
out of four semesters later, miserable, without friends, and shell-shocked by real winter. I found myself a boyfriend
during Christmas break and never went back. I told myself that I was done with music. Obviously I wasn't. I've had
very little formal musical training since, but I've done quite a bit of learning--on the job and through my own study.

Favorite kind of music? Least favorite?
I have never been able to tell. I think that every genre of music has its good points. But I caz tell you that I've never
listened to "Screamo" music or paid much attention to anything that's come out within the last five years.

You are such a great asset to our choir, what do you enjoy most about being our accompanist?

I love playing for our choir because we're a// iconoclastic eccentrics, and we make music together without causing each
other to cry (all that often) or write moody poetry (much). Too, I think that Dee Wood, our director, is an angel hidden
in conductor's clothing; she's really special.

Any future plans?

Yes! I'm practicing blues piano, I'm composing, and I'm working on a web resource for U.U. pianists. Recently, one of
my students began playing piano for the Las Positas College jazz band, and I'm very proud of that. I'm adding new
students and new teaching techniques to my own voice and piano studio. It's a good time.
