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Ministerõs Corner: 
óHalf of the Church Yearó  

 
Earlier today I was putting finishing touches on 
the Christmas Eve service. By the time you read 
this column, Christmas and New Year‘s will be 
over. We will have entered a new year. Our first 
year of ministry together will be nearly halfway 
over. It is a good time to take stock of what we 
have accomplished so far.  
 
Someone asked me recently, ―How have you 
enjoyed ministry here at UUCiL?‖ I can‘t think 
of any other word to use but love. Every day I 
count myself blessed for being able to minister 
to this wonderful and dedicated community of 
people. When I was in search last year, I hoped 
to find a church excited to share the message of 
Unitarian Universalism. UUCiL has not 
disappointed me in any way.  
 
What I have found here is a community focused 
on sharing our good news with each other and 
the wider world. A few examples from the fall: 
We wrote dozens of letters and postcards in 
support of healthcare reform and water justice. 
We took an offering for the Unitarian 
Universalist Legislative Ministry, which 
advocates for concerns in our congregations. We 
raised over $500 for that cause. More recently, 
we decided to support Tri-Valley Haven with 
donations of toys and gift cards for low-income 
and homeless families. We raised over $1000 in 
gift cards and toys.  
 
A new book on church leadership has come out 
called It. ―It‖ is defined as whether your church 
is the place to be—whether it can lend purpose 
to people‘s lives and contribute to changing the 
world. I feel deeply that UUCiL has ―it.‖ We 
have so much to feel wonderful about, and so 
much to look forward to as we continue this 
year. Including a service trip to New   
 

Orleans, where our youth will spread the good 
news of Unitarian Universalism by rebuilding 
houses devastated by Hurricane Katrina.  
 
There is so much to be proud of at UUCiL. I 
know I am proud of ―it.‖ And there are some 
things that we can continue to work on as a 
community.  
 
Many have noticed that our church services are 
packed each Sunday. Looking at records of 
church attendance, we have reached between 80 
to 95 percent capacity on any given Sunday. That 
is great news! UUCiL is the place to be, and 
people are noticing! Every time I ask if there are 
newcomers in our service, four or five people 
stand up. 
 
This also raises the question: is it time to begin 
planning for growth beyond what we can 
accommodate at this time? That is the sort of 
question that will take a lot of planning by and 
listening to members of our congregation. I have 
no easy answers to how we might accommodate 
that growth. The only thing I can suggest is that 
we remember that people need our message. 
There are so many who are aching for our good 
news. Let‘s not forget that as we consider the 
possibilities ahead of us. 
 
There are so many possibilities that await us, and 
I look forward to approaching all of them with 
you. I am looking forward to another six months 
together. And many, many more after that.

(rather than its opposite) but a problem 
nonetheless.  Your Board, along with church staff 
and committee chairs, will be working on this in 
the near future.  Your ideas are always welcome. 
 
Speaking of committees, I‘m quite certain that no 
one joins a church in order to serve on a 
committee.  But, so much of our work as a church 
is carried out by the dedicated members and chairs 
of our committees that it is clear that they serve a 
vital function at UUCiL.  Think about where our 
marvelous RE program would be without 
volunteers, or about the additional programs our 
Social Justice team could undertake with more 
members.  Most particularly, UUCiL really needs 
help right now in the area of finance, on both the 
Finance Committee and the Endowment 
Committee.  Please get in touch with me or any 
Board member to find out more about these 
exciting opportunities.  If your interests lie here, 
your help is needed now.

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Thomas Starr King Statue Installed at Capitol in Sacramento

On December 8, 2009 the statue of Thomas Starr King was installed on the Capitol grounds in Sacramento with 
ceremony and eloquent words. Many may remember that the California State Senate voted at the end of 2006 to 
replace King‘s statue, which had long represented California in the Capitol Building in Washington D.C., with that 
of Ronald Reagan.   The swap happened in June and since then Thomas Starr King has been crated and waiting for 
his return to Sacramento.  His statue was unveiled in the presence of a crowd of more than 150 including his great, 
great grandchildren, politicians, state employees, and many UUs who braved the cold morning for the festivities. By 
the time the Honorable Darrel Steinberg, Senate President pro tem made his opening remarks the day had warmed 
and the sun was out. Other speakers at the event included, Reverend Rebecca Parker, President of Starr King 
School for the Ministry; and Reverend Lindi Ramsden, Executive Director of UULMCA.  Starr King, the ―apostle 
of Liberty,‖ as Lincoln called him, will grace the entrance to the Civil War Memorial Grove.  There is an exhibit 
about Starr King in the Capitol Museum, which will run through June 2010.  

 

 

Leadership Summit Recap      
 
This year's UU Legislative Ministry California Leadership Summit was held in Sacramento November 6 – 8.  Seventy 
people from 34 churches traveled from as far south as San Diego and as far north as Redbluff to attend.  There were 
fourteen young adults attending who added perspective and their particular vision for our work together.  It was a 
truly intergenerational event.   
 
Issue teams met and convened training sessions with respected policy experts in their area.  Many of those attending 
began the weekend with a tour of the Delta by boat and an opening dinner with guest speaker, Debra Bowen, 
California Secretary of State, who is a Unitarian Universalist.
